RESPONSE TEAM 
On October 2nd Cold Spring Police requested SIRT respond to US 27 
and St Michael Drive for a collision with serious injuries.  SIRT 
members documented the scene, collected evidence and 
reconstructed the collision.  At this time the collision reconstruction 
and investigation are ongoing. 

 

On October 17th Newport Police requested SIRT respond to 
Northbound 471 near the Cowen’s Dr exit for a wrong way collision 
with serious injuries.  SIRT members documented the scene, 
collected evidence and reconstructed the collision.  The driver that 
caused the collision succumbed to his injuries while enroute to the 
hospital.  Intoxication was a contributing factor.   

 

On October 17th SIRT Team hosted FARO 3D training.  Six of the 
team members who are certified in FARO operations attended the 
training.  Once the 40-hour training was completed they can now 
recreate collision and crime scenes using 3 D technology.

It was determined Wilder Police would 
document the scene without the entire team responding as there 
would not be criminal charges.
